June brought great news for Mayor 
Annise Parker and Green Houston Tx!  
Houston was nationally recognized as the 
First Place Winner for the 2011 Mayors’ 
Climate Protection Award. 
The Mayors’ Climate Protection Award 
is given by the 
U.S. Conference 
of Mayors and 
is in its fi fth year 
of recognizing 
mayors for 
innovative 
practices in their cities that increase 
energy effi ciency, energy independence, 
and reduce greenhouse gas emissions. 
This year, judges chose the winners from 
130 applications. 

The basis for the award was the City of 
Houston’s green building initiative. This 
initiative includes the City’s long term plan 

to retrofi t 262 city-
owned buildings, 
from fi re stations 
to performance 
halls. These 
retrofi ts are 
projected to 
reduce energy 
use by 30 percent. 

This initiative also includes two new 
programs, the Houston Green Offi ce 
Challenge (HGOC) and the Energy 
Effi ciency Incentive Program (EEIP). 
The HGOC and EEIP challenge private 

commercial building owners, managers, 
and tenants to reduce energy use. At the 
last count, there are over 340 participants 
in the Challenge.

Looking ahead, at the upcoming City of 
Houston Freedom Over Texas Fourth of 
July celebration, we will have opportunities 
for Houstonians to learn about energy 
conservation and other environmental 
initiatives. Stop by 
the Fourth of July 
celebration at Eleanor 
Tinsley Park on 
Buffalo Bayou and 
head over to the Red, 
White, and Green 
Scene. This area will have a number of 
exhibits featuring wind energy, green 
building information, solar power, and 
electric and CNG cars among other 
exhibits. The Fourth of July celebration will 
also triple its recycling effort this year, with 
help from Greenstar Recycling. 
 
Thank you for all you do to support 
green initiatives throughout Houston. It 
is exciting that Houston is increasingly 
receiving national attention for its green 
achievements.
